WHY IN NEWS

The U.S. and Iran announced a preliminary agreement to end their war, lift blockades in the Strait of Hormuz and the Gulf of Oman,
and begin substantive talks on Tehran’s nuclear programme and Western sanctions. PM Modi, attending the G7 in France, welcomed
the deal.

The deal was signed digitally on Sunday, said U.S. VP J.D. Vance; an in-person signing is to be held in Geneva on June 19, with Iran
and Pakistan confirming the schedule.

President Trump — in France for the G7 — authorised the toll-free reopening of the Strait of Hormuz and the immediate removal of
the U.S. naval blockade.

Tehran said the release of frozen assets and war reparations are “essential” parts of the deal. Iran will not collect tolls from ships but

will charge fees for navigation services and environmental upkeep.

However, Israel’s Defence Minister Israel Katz said the IDF will remain indefinitely in security zones in Lebanon, Syria and Gaza —

signalling the truce remains fragile.

STRAIT OF HORMUZ — PRELIMS POINTER
A narrow waterway connecting the Persian Gulf to the Gulf of Oman and onward to the Arabian Sea.
Bordered by Iran (north) and Oman’s Musandam exclave / UAE (south).
A global chokepoint — roughly one-fifth of the world’s oil transits through it; closure spikes energy prices.

Gulf of Oman links Hormuz to the open Arabian Sea; the Gulf of Aden and Bab-el-Mandeb are separate chokepoints (do not confuse).

% INDIA’S STAKE

» India imports a large share of its crude via Hormuz; stability there directly affects energy security & inflation (note the WPI surge in Topic
8).
» Large Indian diaspora in the Gulf — remittances and worker safety are core interests.

» India backed a “sustainable final agreement” ensuring freedom of navigation and commerce.

@ Services exports rose 13.2% to $36.8 bn. Despite the record, the overall trade deficit widened to $10.5 bn (from $6.8 bn a year ago)

on faster import growth.

@ Growth was broad-based — higher shipments to Singapore, China, the U.K., Tanzania, Bangladesh, Germany and South Africa,

across petroleum and non-petroleum sectors.

@ Sectoral gains: engineering goods +24.5% ($12.3 bn), electronics +11.6% ($5.1 bn), chemicals +12.7% ($2.7 bn), gems & jewellery
+6.7% ($2.5 bn).

@ Imports grew faster: merchandise imports jumped 22.1% to $73.4 bn, pushing the merchandise trade deficit to $28.2 bn (25%
higher YoY). Services imports rose 14.1% to $19.1 bn.

@ Alabour migration MoU seeks to ease mobility and information exchange; both sides agreed to conclude a social security

agreement.

© An MoU between the Higher Education Ministries will promote student/researcher mobility, especially in STEM and humanities.

@ Cooperation spans automobiles, railways, advanced manufacturing and green tech; the India—EU FTA is expected to add momentum.

@ A Joint Working Group on Terrorism was formed; both strongly condemned the April 2025 Pahalgam attack and called for action

against UN-listed terrorists.

Heatwaves & Surface Ozone Raise Cardiac Death Risk

A peer-reviewed study in npj Clean Air (June 12) finds surface ozone reaches 85-110 pg/m? in northern India during heatwaves —
exceeding the WHO guideline of 70 pg/m3 in every region — adding to a large ozone-linked death toll.

Surface ozone is a secondary pollutant: it forms when sunlight drives reactions among other pollutants (NO,, VOCs); the process

speeds up in heat.

During 2024 heatwave days, the study links ~26,500 deaths from ischaemic heart disease and COPD to ozone; the heatwave’s

marginal contribution was ~830 additional deaths.

Estimates were modelled (continuous ground measurements were unavailable), relying on assumed ozone—disease relationships rather

than direct observation.

The Western Himalayas recorded the steepest long-term rise; severe years tracked strong El Nifio episodes (2010, 2016, 2019, 2024).

% GROUND-LEVEL VS STRATOSPHERIC OZONE
» Tropospheric (ground-level) ozone: a harmful pollutant & greenhouse gas; damages heart, lungs and crops.

» Stratospheric ozone: the protective “ozone layer” shielding Earth from UV (the “good” ozone).
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CLIMATE CHANGE & OLDER PERSONS (HELPAGE INDIA STUDY)
Report Climate Resilient Ageing surveyed 2,224 elderly across 20 districts in 10 States (released on World Elder Abuse Awareness Day).
78% faced at least one climate hazard in 3 years — heatwave (45%), flood (27%), drought (20%).
Heat stress: ~60% felt homes unsafe in extreme heat; 74% fell ill; 52% could not afford essential medicines.

Pension was the main income for 49%; 16% had no income source — flagging vulnerability of the ageing rural poor.

An editorial critiques the Centre’s panel (chaired by retired SC judge Justice P.P. Naolekar) to study “unnatural demographic
change,” warning that securitising demographic trends risks communal profiling and a stateless population over genuine population

governance.

The committee is to assess abnormal population shifts among religious/social communities and propose a time-bound solution,

including a system for custody and deportation of “infiltrators.”

The editorial cautions that population management is not only about illegal infiltration; over-securitisation could do more harm than

good.

A large stateless population — with no country willing to accept them — could create a demographic deadlock; fear of communal

profiling is real.

India’s real challenges: rising life expectancy, falling birth rates, risk of losing the demographic dividend if education/health lag.

Contrast: Switzerland (June 14) rejected a referendum to cap its population at 10 million.

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Preventive Detention — ‘Peace with Peace’

In Chander Pal Singh, the Allahabad High Court flagged the routine misuse of preventive detention by the state, terming it a “highly
irresponsible” deprivation of liberty, and issued guidelines requiring magistrates to justify such orders.

The state may act before a crime if it reasonably apprehends a threat to public order — but the court found this power exercised

routinely, without substantive charges.

Between May 2025 and April 2026, ~2,500 people reportedly faced preventive-detention proceedings in Ghaziabad alone, despite a
2021 State policy.

The Court’s guidelines: magistrates must justify decisions, curb misuse in property/neighbourhood disputes, and face appellate

scrutiny on compensation (recoverable from the magistrate/officer’s salary).

It cautioned against citing vague “communal tensions” to jail protesters and imposing unaffordable bonds; ruling may apply to
detentions under BNSS Sections 126 / 170.

PREVENTIVE DETENTION — CONSTITUTIONAL SCHEME
Article 22 protects arrested/detained persons; Part I covers ordinary law, Part II covers preventive detention law.
Preventive detention is without trial/conviction, to prevent a future offence — distinct from punitive detention (after an offence).
Maximum 3 months without an Advisory Board (qualified to be HC judges) reporting sufficient cause.
Detainee’s rights: to know grounds (state may withhold in public interest) & to challenge detention.

PM Modi met President Macron on the sidelines of the G7 Summit in Evian (June 15-17), deepening the India—France “Special
Global Strategic Partnership,” now anchored increasingly in technology and innovation.

The relationship now spans cyberspace, Al, healthcare, sustainable development and research, alongside traditional defence,

nuclear and space ties; “Bharat Innovates” & “Vivatech” link start-ups.
Modi’s Europe visit (June 13-18) included a first-ever Indian PM visit to Slovakia (Topic 3).

France, the current G7 chair, hosts the summit; India’s participation is significant amid geopolitical turbulence. Discussions have

revived expanding the G7 into a “D10” (10 major democracies).
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Nested groupings: the G7 within the G8 (with Russia, 1997-2014) within the G20.

G7 — PRELIMS POINTER
Members: France, Germany, Italy, UK, Japan, U.S., Canada; the EU is a non-enumerated member.

Formed as G6 in 1975 (after the 1973 oil crisis); Canada joined 1976. Became G8 with Russia (1997), reverted to G7 in 2014 after Russia’s

expulsion over Crimea.

Informal forum — no treaty, no permanent secretariat; rotating presidency; decisions by consensus.

@ Iran and Pakistan introduced restrictive policies toward Afghans; ~19.5 lakh returned to Afghanistan. Venezuela saw the sharpest rise

in displacement (governance & economic crises).
@ The number of stateless people who confirmed nationality / acquired citizenship declined in 2025.

Wholesale inflation rose to 9.7% in May 2026, driven by surging crude oil, natural gas and mineral oil prices amid the West Asia

crisis. The Commerce Ministry also released a new WPI series (base 2022-23) and the first Producer Price Indices.
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WPI inflation (% YoY) rose sharply. Source: Ministry of Commerce and Industry (new series, base 2022-23).

@ Crude oil & natural gas inflation jumped to 61.5% (from 56.3%); mineral oils to 49.8% — partly a low-base effect, as the new series

shows these contracted in May 2025.

@ Alongside WPI, the Ministry released Output PPI, trial Input PPI, and a Service PPI for seven services (banking, insurance,
railways, telecom, etc.).

@ The PPI will replace the WPI in five years — WPI continues meanwhile (widely used in price-escalation clauses) to allow a smooth

switch, in line with IMF/global best practice.

@ PPI measures the average change over time in prices received by domestic producers — tracking inflation from the seller’s side

before it reaches consumers.
